Maintenance work will be carried out on both courts during March/April, dates to be 
confirmed. This work will provide moss protection, rebinding and coating further anti-
slip. The courts with care should then last another 3 or 4 years prior to full resurfacing.

They can give you a variety of 

ball deliveries to help improve your returns.  The pre-season 

check-up found lots of balls jammed inside. If that starts happening again, 

please report it to the committee for repair. There is an instruction sheet 

in the clubhouse. 

To help the longevity of the tennis balls we also have a ball pressuriser.  

Please try and use this after you have used the ball machine. Again there 

is an instruction sheet in the clubhouse.

them from other end of court!
